This 

request for bid (RFB) is to solicit bids for contractors who wish to 

provide labor and equipment to build 11’7” x 28’ pad sites, includ-

ing ground grids (materials provided by Sho-Me), underground con-

duit for fiber optics (approx 150’ of 4” conduit at each site), any 

necessary dirt work, culverts and chat for access driveways at fiber 

optic control building sites located in Winona, Alton, and Stoutland, 

Missouri.  This is a fast moving project with strict timelines.  All 

three sites must be completed by July 31, 2011.  The bid will close 

on June 17, 2011 at 10 a.m.
