
Project Update 

This week’s construction updates are as follow:  

Sedalia to Cross Timbers: All 54 miles of innerduct and fiber have been installed with the 

exception of 1000 feet at the Warsaw bridge  

Jefferson City to California: 39 miles of the 39 mile innerduct installation is complete and 16.38 
miles of fiber optics have been blown into the innerduct 

Vienna to Linn to Hermann: 70 miles of the 70 mile build of innerduct is complete with fiber 

blowing anticipated to start January 16th 

Hermann to Washington to Bem: 300 feet of innerduct has been installed
